The original buildings as opened in 1928
were adequate for a school of 250-300
pupils but by the early 1930s the growth
in pupil numbers soon indicated a need
for some expansion in accommodation.

Consequently, the 1930s saw two phase:

There was also a prefabricated building
with two classrooms adjacent to the
Games changing room. As pupil num-
bers increased to over 700 a further mod-
ern construction in 1949 added another
two classrooms between the Senior Phys-
ics Laboratory and the corner of the main
school complex.

The building of new premises for the both
the Boys' and Girls’ Lancastrian Schools
began in the mid 1950s and in the early
1970s both of these schools were merged
with the High Schools to form the two
single-sex comprehensive schools that
exist today.

The CHSG continued to use their original
buildings in Stockbridge Road and oper-
ated a split site for many years until the
whole school was eventually consolidated
on the single site in recent years. The
whole complex of buildings on the site
now provides accommodation for almost
3000 students of both schools.

Several of the later, prefabricated, addi-
tions to the old school buildings have

been demolished in more recent times
to make way for other developments but
an old boy visiting the school today will
see that the main core of the complex of
buildings remains. The line of fir trees,
that ran parallel with Kingsham Road and
the school playing fields, was planted in
1936 and those trees are still there. Un-
fortunately the adjacent playing field area,
where the School®1 XI cricket pitch was
located, is now covered with housing — a
consequence of Government policy in the
1980s to sell ‘surplus’ school playing
fields.

The old buildings of the original school
have been under threat of demolition for
some years. Being single storey they are
seen as being an uneconomic use of land
space, the buildings in need of renovation
and the heating inefficient. The present
